START-UP ESSENTIALS
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Business Licenses

In Moosomin, business licenses are only required for businesses not operating from commercially
taxed properties.

If your business is located in a commercially taxed building, no business license is needed.

For businesses operating from residential or other non-commercial properties, a business license is
required to operate legally within town limits.

building.
